66% of teens with a profile restrict access to their profile

45% publish information to that profile

Only % of teens share both their first and last hame online

32% have been contacted online by someone unknown to them or their friends

43% of students who use a social networking site have been contacted by a stranger

Of the 32% who were contacted, % ignored or deleted, % said they followed up. %
wrote back and asked to be left alone. % actually informed an adult.
